There is a close relationship between the
Beatles and Bluthner. The famous musici-
ans chose a Blithner to record the album
“Let it be"which became one of their most
successful titles. The song was produced
during the production of the film in 1969
bearing the same name.

It was written by Paul McCartney who also
sang the title. During the production he
used a Bluthner concert grand while John

Lennon played bass, Ringo Starr
drums, and George Harrison lead
guitar.
